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For the use of motorways in Austria a toll vignette is mandatory.
A toll vignette for 10 days validity costs 7.60 EUR and can be purchased at the Austrian border, at

petrol stations and at some kiosks.

In Switzerland where also a toll vignette is mandatory for the use of motorways; only an annual
vignette is available which costs 40 CHF (27 EUR). The validity of the Swiss toll vignette is 14 months,
it starts 1st of December of previous year and ends 31st of January of the following year of that what

is indicated on the vignette.

parking space:

Visitors arriving by car will find several large parking facilities in Bregenz.

parking fees:

At the "Parkpatz Ost" which has a capacity of 650 parking places (nearby the Festival House) a day
ticket costs 4.5 EUR. The ticket can be purchased at the ticket machine at the car park.

Free of charge parking space is available at the "Parkplatz West" (approx. 700 parking places) which
is located behind the football stadium. The walking distance to the Festival House is approx. 10

minutes.
